Rules Zone for March 
As a follow-up from the February 2010 issue of “ON 
PAR” we have had inquiries as to whether a golf club 
can implement a Local Rule allowing for a player to drop 
on the fairway side of the cart path if the Nearest Point of 
Relief (Point B) is in a heavily wooded area.   
 
The answer is no.  A Local Committee or Local Golf Club 
cannot implement a rule which is contradictory to the 
Rules of Golf.  A rule allowing the player to take relief on 
the fairway side in our example would constitute a 
breach of the Rules of Golf. Even though it may not 
seem fair, the player is entitled to relief.  It may not be in 
an ideal place or nicest place but the player still has the 
option to take the Nearest Point of Relief (at point B). 
 
The player has the following options: 

1. Play the ball as it lies off the cart path, 
2. Take relief under 24-2, or 
3. Declare the ball unplayable and proceed 

under the applicable Rule and procedures.
