DeLeat and Anderson qualify for World Cup of Golf

Canada’s Graham Delaet and Stuart Anderson won the Omega
Mission Hills World Cup European Qualifier by two strokes to secure
their ticket to China alongside Wales and Scotland in a thrilling final
round in Estonia. DeLaet and Anderson carded a solid level par 72 in
the final round foursomes at the Estonian Golf and Country Club to
hold off the challenge of Stephen Dodd and Jamie Donaldson of
Wales, who shot a 71 in blustery conditions on the Sea Course.

All eyes were on the battle for the final qualifying spot. Scotland started the day in fifth place, five shots behind third
place Portugal and one behind fourth place Austria. Austria’s hopes of qualification were dented early in their round
with a double bogey on the first hole and they never recovered. Scotland made their intentions clear from the start,
opening their round with a birdie. It was to be the first of five on their front nine. Portugal kept their nose in front until
consecutive bogeys on 13, 14 and 15 put an end to their challenge for the final spot at the Omega Mission Hills World
Cup. Buoyed by their victory in the qualifier, Canada were feeling confident about their chances when they tee it up at
Mission Hills Golf Club in the World Cup final in November. (Ogema Mission Hills World Cup, China, Nov 26-29)

“When Graham and | are both on form, we can definitely contend. We played pretty well today. We had got ourselves
far enough in front that we could cruise along today. It is great that we won but our first goal was to qualify this week”,
said Anderson. DeLaet added: “We came here to get the job done and finish in the top three and we did it. We are
very excited to have the chance to play in China and we have a great chance to really compete when we get there”.
“It's always exciting to put your country’s bag on your bag and stride down the fairway. Growing up as a kid in Canada
you dream of representing your country at ice hockey.

Melodie Lawrek receives Volunteer Award

Congratulations to Melodie Lawrek of Regina who was awarded the Long
Term & Exemplary Volunteer of the Year for 2009.

The remarkable growth and success of the game of golf in Saskatchewan is
due is no small part the tremendous efforts of people like Melodie Lawrek.
She has been instrumental in developing the sport and her commitment and
dedication has left a lasting mark, both with the SGA and the RCGA. We are
proud to honour her achievements with this award.

Melodie Lawrek began her career in golf administration in 1995 when she
was elected to the Canadian Ladies Golf Association — Saskatchewan
Branch as the Assistant Director of Rules. She became Director of Rules in
1997 and her main focus as a Director was in teaching the rules of golf,
officiating tournaments and recruiting and training rules officials. Through the years Melodie became more involved in
the general administration of the sport, sitting on most committees and serving as the chair of several of those
committees. In 1998, Melodie was a member of the SLGA and the SGA amalgamation committee, which resulted in
the first merged provincial golf association in Canada in 1999.

In 2002, Melodie moved into the executive ranks, first as Vice-President and then as President of the SGA in 2003.
She served for two years as the Past President of the SGA as well as the Chair of the Programs and Member
Services Committee. Areas of interest that Melodie has been directly involved with at the executive level are the by-
laws, which have seen many changes since the amalgamation, as well as policy and staffing. Melodie was
instrumental in developing the Mission Statement and the Directors’ Manual for the SGA.

Melodie is still active as a Rules Official provincially and nationally. She became nationally certified in 1997 and has
successfully renewed her certification in 1998, 2000, 2002 and 2004 receiving advanced certification in 2002. In 2007
she successfully received international Rules Certification from the R&A. In her time as Rules Chair Melodie
developed the Rules Officials’ Tournament Procedures Manual, Rules Committee Manual while also developing three
levels of Rules seminars to teach the Rules of Golf. Level | was tailored to the beginner and is held at the member
club. Level Il and Il have been replaced with the RCGA's standardized rules seminars. Melodie has and continues to
instruct all levels of rules clinics, including the RCGA seminars. These clinics have involved over 900 participants
through the years. Melodie has also conducted several seminars on the Rules of Amateur status. In addition to
teaching Melodie has been involved in over 55 tournaments as a tournament rules chair or official at tournaments at
the city, provincial, national and international level (most notably probably working as a Rules official at the US
Women'’s Open).

Recently retired from the RCGA and SGA after more than 15 years of active involvement, Lawrek continues to be
involved with the rules of golf in the province and in Canada. The SGA would like to thank you for your years of
service and continued involvement with the game of golf.

Tiger Woods the first billion-dollar sportsman

Tiger Woods has become the first billion-dollar earning sportsman after 13 years as a professional golfer.
According to Forbes Magzine, the $10 million [£6.2 million] bonus that Woods got for his recent FedEx Cup win
pushed him over the $1 billion [£620 million] mark in total career earnings. Up to the beginning of 2009, the world's
No 1 golfer had earned $895 million from prize money, appearance fees, sponsorship and from designing golf
courses. Adding together his winnings from this year together with his annual $100 million earnings, this makes
Woods the first dollar billionaire sportsman. Woods, 34, has been the world's highest paid sportsman since 2002,
when he overtook Formula One's Michael Schumacher.

In the past seven years his earnings have rocketed as he diversified into golf course design. The bulk of Woods's
earnings come from his long-term partnership with sports giant Nike, which pay him upwards of £20 million a year.
The Forbes report also found America's wealthiest are getting poorer as a direct of result of the financial crisis, with
the country's ten richest individuals seeing $39.2bn (£24.5bn) wiped off their collective wealth in just a year. The net
worth of the 400 most affluent people in the US fell by $300bn in the past 12 months, from $1.57 trillion to $1.27
trillion. The findings come from the latest survey of America's 400 richest people by Forbes magazine — the Forbes

Rules Section

SGA Rule of the Week (Sept. 27 - Oct. 3)- Ball Moved Accidentally by Player in the Process of Marking the Ball

Q - Has the player breached the Rules of Golf if they accidentally move the ball in the process of marking its position?

A - The player incurs no penalty so long as the act was directly attributable to the specific act of marking the ball. In Rule 20-
1 the phrase means the specific act of placing a ball-marker behind the ball, placing a club to the side of the ball, or lifting the
ball such that the player's hand, the placement of the ball-marker or the club, or the lifting of the ball causes the ball or the
ball-marker to move. Under this Rule 20-1 (or 20-3) any accidental movement of the ball or the ball-marker which occurs
before or after this specific act, such as dropping the ball or ball-marker, regardless of the height from which it was dropped,
is not considered to be "directly attributable” and would result in the player incurring a penalty stroke.

SGA Rule of the Week (Sept. 20 - 26) - Found Tee?

Q - Has the player breached the Rules of Golf if they use a tee that is found on the ground or is this a breach of a rule that
prohibits sharing equipment?

A - There is no breach of the rules unless the tee is non-conforming. A player may use a conforming tee (see Definition of
"Tee") that he has found, including a broken tee. There is no general rule that prohibits the sharing of equipment such as

towels, golf balls, tees, etc. but please note there are limits under Rule Clubs and Rule 4-4 which discusses the sharing of
golf clubs.

SGA Rule of the Week (Sept. 13 - 19) - Ball in Motion Strikes Ball at Rest

You've chipped your ball nice and close to the hole. Before you can mark it, another player in your group strikes their ball
from off the green just a little too hard. Their ball hits yours and knocks it into the greenside bunker. What happens now?
You retrieve your ball and place it as close as possible to where it was before their ball moved it - even if it had gone into the
hole! Their ball will be played from where it ends up. No penalty for either match or stroke play. In stroke play, if both balls
were on the green prior to making the stroke, the other player would then be subject to a penalty of two strokes. The same
procedure would apply if it happened in the middle of the fairway only you would drop the ball rather than placing it.
